The Florida Marlins celebrated the official
groundbreaking of their new stadium on
July 18" with a ceremony hosted by Marlins
broadcasters Dave Van Horne and Felo
Ramirez. The event was free to the public
and included music, food, games, and live
entertainment. Additionally, fans had the

groundbreaking by
shoveling dirt on
the exact spot where
home plate will
eventually lie.

With a seating ca-
pacity of approxi-
mately 37,000, the
Marlins’ new home
field will be built on
928,000 square feet
of the former Orange

Bowl site. The new ballpark will have un-
obstructed views of the Miami skyline, air-
conditioning, and a retractable roof. In the
years leading up to the April 2012 opening,
fans can follow the progress of the new
stadium via webcam, which can be viewed
exclusively on the Marlins’ website. B

Each year, ESPN ranks professional sports
teams based on their total fan experience.

In the first five
years under Moreno,
the Angels have won
the American League
West four times and
have maintained one
of the top six player

payrolls each year. Not only has Moreno
accomplished a lot in half a decade, he has
done all of this while keeping ticket prices
low. The total cost for a family of four to
attend a game at Angels stadium has ranked
among the bottom six since 2005. Other
prices in the stadium are low as well, with
an Angels cap selling for $7 and a stadium
parking charge of $8.
